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MONDAY AUGUST 31st.
All the goods were finally collected at Robin's Works and
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everything was ready for the next day. Hewson and Freildrich arrived
at nine-omclock,they seemed to think that the mere 300yds from the
station were somehow stretched out a bit. However they went to bed in
the back of a lorry,and Robin and Keeble went up to Robin's house;

The car conked out on Spread-Eagle,but with the aid of 4 man
power ,we raced a snall to the top,and arrivﬁd at Gore behind 8 load* J
of meal,at 12.45 pm. We were 1mmediatalr.3;hj;I;§Tby Ralph,who,.
remembering last year,&idxmmk sald that he was not expecting us until
midnight. However we made ourselves at home,and remembering Rule 4,

gent a man to get food for the party.
